Prompt payments as stated in the bid shall be considered when evaluating the
bids and determining the low bidder. Discounts for periods of less than 20 calendar days will
not be considered in determining the low bidder. The award shall go to the lowest,
responsive and responsible bidder, after calculation of any qualifying prompt payment
discount, unless the bid amount is unreasonable for the Commission determines that
awarding the purchase is not in its best interests.

13. Insurance Requirements

The insurance requirements for this project shall be as stipulated in Section E. Insurance
Requirements, per the Insurance Checklist; thereby superceding any other references in this
document to required insurances. The Insurance Checklist must be signed by the Bidder and the
Bidder’s Insurance Agent acknowledging their understanding of the types and limits of
insurances required for this contract. A signed copy of the Insurance Checklist shall be
submitted with the bid.

14. Unit Price Time & Materials Schedule

All patches, pot hole repairs, etc. shall be included in the lump sum price for the site when
such repairs have dimensions provided. For crack repair, tree root removal, pot hole repair and
patches where no dimensions are provided or otherwise stipulated, the workshall not be
included in the lump sum price for the site; rather, actual work for those tasks shall be measured
and paid for according to the unit price schedule. On specific lump sum sites, work followed by
the notation (Unit Price or UPS) shall be measured and paid for according to the unit prices. If

the actual work performed is greater or less than the dimensions provded, the difference will be
adjusted according to the unit prices.

15. Priorities

The Contractor and Owner’s representative will meet to discuss and coordinate the
sequence of scheduling and executing the work.

16. Response Time

Response Time for additional unit price work shall be within two weeks from the date of
the Commission’s request for services.

17. Changes in_Contract

The Commission reserves the right to selectively exclude sites or reduce the quantity of
unit price services after award contract award, therefore reducing the total contract amount, if
not in the best interest of the Commission. Conversely, the Commission reserves the right to
periodically increase the quantity of unit price services to accomplish additional work not
specifically identified herein.

18. Unit Price Schedule Additional Work

The Contractor shall meet with the Project Manager or his designated representative at
the project site within three (3) working days of being notified of the proposed additicnal work
project(s). The Contractor and project manager or his designated representative will review the
proposed project including an estimated starting date and number of calendar days to complete
the project. The Contractor shall complete a detailed project edimate using the prices




established on the Unit Price Schedule herein, along with the estimated quantity of required
materials. The Commission will review the project estimate and if the estimate is approved, the
Commission will authorize the contractor t proceed. Other additional work that would be
funded out of Capital Improvement Program, that may be requested to be performed utilizing the
unit price rates, would be confirmed when the Contractor is issued a Task Order (Purchase
Order) for the additional work as described. This work shall be invoiced separately and it shall
contain the Purchase Order number.

19, Green Card Certification

Contractors or their subcontractors performing grading or instaliing/maintaining erosion
and sediment control facilities on M-NCPPC development projects must employ a responsible
person to perform or supervise the work who has a current “green card” certification.

BITUMINOUS CONCRETE PAVING AND ASSOCIATED WORK

.  APPLICABLE STANDARDS AND GOVERNING SPECIFICATIONS

This is to advise the Contractor that, except as provided otherwise in this
document, all materials, equipment and workmanship by this contract shall be performed
in accordance with the revised "General Specifications for Highway and Street
Construction”, dated January 2006, of the Department of Public Works and
Transportation, Prince George's County, Maryland; and the "Maryland State Highway
Administration Standard Specifications for Construction and Material”, dated July 2008,
and any Interim Specifications Addenda. The above referenced specifications are
incorporated in full, by reference, into these technical specifications. Where
contradictions occur between the referenced applicable standards, the "General
Specifications for Highway and Street Constructions” dated January 2006, of the
Department of Public Works and Transportation, Prince George's County, Maryland
shall govern.

IIl. ESTIMATED DIMENSIONS AND VERIFICATION OF QUANTITIES

All dimensions (and quantities if given) in the scope of work are estimates and are
quoted for informational purposes only. By submitting a bid the contractor agrees to
pave the designated areas, to the depth and dimensions specified and perform all
identified associated work, at the price proposed, complete. It is the Contractor's

responsibility to accurately estimate the quantities necessary to complete the scope of
work.

The areas to be paved will be reviewed with the contractor prior to paving at each
site to confirm limits, required depths and existing conditions.

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to provide proof of the quantity of
bituminous concrete and other materials placed, to conform to the requirements of
these specifications, written and implied by reference. Quantities placed shall be
reviewed by Owner. The Owner will confirm the quantity of areas paved by field
measurement, if necessary. The Owner also reserves the right to adjust the contract
amount (if necessary and appropriate), by the unit prices bid, if the area paved is five
percent (5%) greater or less than specified. If the average depth of bituminous concrete
placed and compacted is determined to be ten percent (10%) or more in depth less
then that specified, the Owner reserves the right to adjust the contract amount (if
necessary and appropriate} by the unit prices bid, based on the following:

e One ton placed and compacted equals eighteen (18) square yards of one inch,




average depth.

¢ All delivery tickets for bituminous concrete delivered and placed at a specific park
job site will be turned over to the Owner at the end of each work day.

» The Owner reserves the right to core all paved areas to confirm depths placed. All
paving depths specified are compacted depths.

Il. CARE AND PROTECTION OF WORK

From the commencement of the work until its completion, the contractor shall be
solely responsible for the care of the work and all injury or damage to same, from what
ever cause, before payment is made. Contractor shall provide suitable means of
protection for material intended to be used in the work, for the work in progress, and all
work completed prior to acceptance by the Owner. All damaged or defective work shall
be corrected or replaced by the contractor to the Owner's satisfaction.

IV. CARE AND PROTECTION TO SURROUNDING AREAS

All due care shall be exercised when resurfacing existing non-vehicutar surfaces
(trails and courts). Where ever possible (unless absolutely impossible) all loaded dump
trucks shall be kept off these existing paved areas. If dump trucks are operated on such
paved areas, they shall have reduced loads. It is suggested and recommended that
rolling (compacting) the newly placed bituminous concrete on these areas be done with
a "tennis court" type steel wheeled roller.

All due care shall be exercised by the contractor in the performance of the work.
Any existing conditions {(other paved areas, turfed areas, other site improvements)
disturbed by the execution of work shall be repaired or replaced in kind by the contractor
at their expense. Disturbances to turfed areas may require: minor re-grading, raking,
seed and mulching to restore areas to original condition.

V. EXECUTION

1. Maintenance of Traffic

The work involved in the construction of this contract shalt be handled in a manner
which will cause minimum interruption to pedestrian and vehicular traffic throughout the
areas of the proposed work in accordance with Item 13 of the "General Construction
Specifications” . Maintenance of traffic will be a subsidiary of this contract, and the
contractor shail provide and erect all necessary barricades, arrow boards, lights and
warning signs, all in accordance with the latest edition of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices" .




On streets, roads, and/or parking areas where there is parking, the contractor
shall post notices forty-eight (48) hours in advance that the area(s) are to be surfaced
and that parking will be prohibited. Removatl of vehicles in the way of the contractor's
paving operation will be the responsibility of the contractor. The contractor may request
the assistance of Park Police for removal of vehicles or may have vehicle impounded at
owner expense.

The cost of maintaining traffic, as noted above, shall be considered a subsidiary
obligation of the contract for which no additional payment will be made.

2. Adjustment of Utilities

The Contractor will be responsible for any adjustment of utility structures (i.e.
raising the manhoies to match new paving level, by using appropriate "O" rings) required
by the normal prosecution of the work, 1o also include the acquiring of the items needed
to properly effect these adjustments, and shall bear the cost thereof. Damages that may
result from the Contractor's operation shall be made good by the Contractor, and the
Contractor shall have no claims for any delay that may occur in changing or relocating
any of the services, as the Commission will charge any expense to which it may be put
by the operations of the Contractor to him and will deduct the same from any monies
due or to become due him. The Contractor shall also notify the appropriate Utility
Service one (1) week, and "Miss Utility" forty-eight (48) hours prior to the start of work as
necessary and/or appropriate.

3. Preparation of Existing Pavement

Prior to placing any bituminous concrete on previously paved areas (resurfacing)
the existing conditions shall be reviewed with the Owner's representative. Any failure, or
deteriorated areas determined by the Owners representative at that time to require
removal and/or repair shall be treated as follows.

1) Limits for cutting out failed or deteriorated areas shall be agreed to
with the Contractor, and shall be marked and measured.

2} Existing bituminous concrete area to be removed shall be cleanly
cut out and all old material removed from the site.

3) If base or subgrade material is to be removed (as directed by the
Owner's representative) the depth of its removal shall be agreed to
with the contractor.

4) The resulting undercut shali be filled and compacted with CR-6 up
to the top of the old subgrade.

5) The old excavated material shall be removed from the site.




6) The cut out area shall be paved and compacted with B.I. base
course bituminous concrete to bring the area up to the level of the
existing adjacent paved area.

Unless otherwise specified in the scope of work for the individual sites, this work
will be done as a change to the contract and the associated costs will be the measured
quantities times the unit prices, with no further markups.

4, Bituminous Concrete Surface Course for Rural Roadways

The Bituminous Concrete Surface shall be as specified in the Maryland State
Highway Administration Standard Specifications for Construction and Materials, dated
July 2008, and Interim Specifications Addenda included herein.

Unless otherwise directed, the bituminous surface will be feathered into the
outside edge of the concrete gutter (where existing). When directed, the surface will
extend to the face of the curb {(when existing) to correct a drainage condition.

The Contractor shall be required to provide a 45-degree asphaltic fillet along the
pavement edges of all rural roadways where there is no curb and gutter. The purpose of
the asphaltic fillet or angled edge is to help alleviate vehicular control problems
associated with pavement edge drop-offs. The asphaltic fillet shall be formed along the
pavement edge as the new roadway surface is placed, and accomplished by attaching a
molding shoe device to the paving machine, which shall form the shape of the asphaltic
fillet and reduce the amount of hand work required to finish the pavement edge.
Compaction of the asphaltic fillet must be accomplished by the use of an edge
compacting device attached to compaction rollers. This device should consist of a
hydraulically powered wheel which rolls atongside the compactor's drum while

simultaneously pinching the edge of the mat towards the drum and providing lateral
resistance.

5. Crack Repairs

All crack repair performed pursuant to the Contract will be measured and paid for
according to the unit prices established by this bid. This includes all crack repair on the
basketball courts and tennis courts identified in each site and crack repair on the trails.
This applies to cracks both < 3/4" and >3/4".

The lump sum price offered for each site shall not include any crack repair unless
noted. Reference Special Conditions, number 15. Unit Prices. These tasks will be
measured and paid for according to the unit prices.

1. Method of crack repair for crack under 34" (Tennis and basketball
courts)

A. Clear cracks of loose debris and matter using pressurized air.




B. Fill cracks with approved crack filler ( CrackMaster Supreme, as
manufactured by Seal Master, direct fixed heat stabilized,
product #M1050L, or equal.)

C. Overlay or coat court as specified for each site (base bid work)

2. Method of crack repair for cracks over 34" (Tennis and basketball
courts) Contractor may use saws or jack hammers to repair cracks
in excess of 3/4" width on courts designated to be overlaid with
asphalt.

. Saw cut 12" each side of crack.

Excavate to depth of 18” or as directed by the owner's rep.
Remove excavated material from site.

If sub surface water is found, install 10" of #2 stone and 6" of
CRS.

If sub surface water is not found, install base material 16” of
CRé6.

Asphalt fill of 2” Bl for areas to be asphalt overlaid or 2"SF for
areas not to be overlaid.

F. Overlay or coat court as specified for each site (base bid work)
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6. Tree root removal and pot hole repair The lump sum price offered for each site
shall not include any tree root removal or pot hole repair unless noted. Reference
Special Conditions, number 15. Unit Prices. These tasks will be measured and paid for
according to the unit prices.

1. Method of tree root removal

Cut {(using jack hammer) 12" each side of root.

Cut and remove root.

Excavate to 12" depth.

Install base material 10" of CR8.

Overlay or pave as specific for each site

Overlay area of repair with SF material to bring repair area to
surrounding finished grade.

2. Method for repairing potholes and depressions (roads & parking lot)

Cut (using jackhammer) 6" beyond edge of pothole/depression
to form a square or rectangular patch with vertical sides.
Excavate to 6" depth.

Install base material 4" of CRS.

Install 2" of Bl asphalt.

Overlay or pave as specific for each site.

Potholes to be limited to an area of no more than 10' X 10’
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7. Herbicides

Method for Patching (areas greater than 10’ X 10°) This task will
be measured and paid for according to the unit prices used.

A. Excavate and remove unsuitable material to a depth of 6”.
B. Supply, instali and compact 4" of CR-6.
C. Supply and install 2" of Bl base asphalt.

An herbicide or soil sterilizer shall be applied {per manufacturers
recommendations) to all areas where grass or weed germination has occurred in areas
to be paved, resurfaced or repaired. Herbicide shall be approved by the Commission

prior to use.
8. Materials

1.

Base course bituminous concrete mixes shall be: BC, Bl, SC, P2
or 22 mm super pave.

Surface course bituminous concrete mixes shall be SF or 12.5 mm
super pave.

Black Sealer material shall be an asphalt emulsion resurfacer, and
applied according to manufacturers instructions.

A. Weather: No work shall be performed when rain is imminent or
when the temperature is below 50 degrees Fahrenheit, or is
forecasted to be below 50 degrees during the twenty-four (24)
hours preceding and following application, or as recommended
by the manufacturer, as the surface is to be totally dry.

Surface Preparation: Pavement surface shall be cleaned
entirely of dust, dirt debris and all loose materials. New asphalt
must cure for 30 days before application of sealer. Repair of
pavement surface defects, depressions and cracks must be
completed prior to application. All repairs must be flush and
smooth to adjoining surfaces.

. Application: Apply sealer with recommended tools (soft rubber
squeegee). Apply successive coats in cross directions. Scrape
all rough spots and ridges before applying the next coat. Allow
for ample drying (60 min) and curing (6 hrs) time between coats.

4. Color Coat material shall be an acrylic emulsion coating
designed for tennis court surfaces, and applied according to
manufacturers instructions.

1. Weather: No work shall be performed when rain is imminent
or when the temperature is below 50 degrees Fahrenheit, or
is forecasted to be below 50 degrees during the twenty-four
(24) hours preceding and following application, or as
recommended by the manufacturer, as the surface is to be
totally dry.

2. Surface Preparation; Pavement surface shall be cleaned
entirely of dust, dirt debris and all loose materials. New
asphalt must cure for 30 days before application of sealer.
Repair of pavement surface defects, depressions and cracks
must be completed prior to application. All repairs must be
flush and smooth to adjoining surfaces. Follow manufacturers
instructions regarding the resurfacing base coat.

3. Application: Follow all manufacturers instruction regarding
tools required for proper application (soft rubber squeegee).
Allow for ample drying and curing time between applications
of coats, as directed by manufacturer. The finished surface
shall be smooth, free from ridges, valleys and tool marks.

4, Color: The color to be used shall be determined by the
Owner.
5. Manufacturers: The following are approved manufacturers of

the color coat product.

a. Color Concentrate, CMT-1, as manufactured by




Seal Master
b. Approved equal

9. Playing Lines

Allow the color coat to cure before painting lines. This may vary from two to four
days under good curing conditions. Two inch wide playing lines shall be accurately
located and marked by snapping a chalk line. Line paint (white) shall be applied only to
clean surfaces. (Do not use oil based paint or lacquer as this will cause bleeding or
checking).

The playing lines shall conform to the United States Tennis Association (USTA)
specifications for tennis courts and standard playing lines for basketball courts. (See
detail for dimensions) Lines shall be accurately located, marked and painted with an
approved line paint.

Painter shall use soft-soled shoes and knee pads, or kneel on boards to prevent
surface indentation. Ragged lines will not be acceptable.

10. Tennis Nets and Posts

On ali tennis courts, Contractor shall not be responsible for removing the net
posts or the nets before resurfacing. Net posts and nets shall be removed by
Commission personnel prior to start of Contractor work on site and re-installed by
Commission personnel after completion of color coating and line painting. Asphalt shall
be beveled around the center tie-down to ensure exposure of anchor.

11. Backdfill

1. For all sites, the contractor shall be responsible to backfill all new
edges with clean fill dirt. The backfill shall extend 2' from all the
edges. Contractor shall seed and straw backfill.

2. Straw mulch shall be from oats, wheat, rye or other approved grain
crops which are free from noxious weeds, molds or other
objectionable material. It shall be in an air-dry condition. Straw
mulch shall be cut at least 48 hours before use.

3. Seed mix shall be K-31, and applied at a rate recommended by
manufacturer for successful seeding and complete coverage.

12. Wheel Stops

1. In any reference to bumper/wheel stops in parking lot with paving
specifications, the specification shall be to remove and store on site
all existing wheel stops. Re-install the removed and stored concrete




wheel stops into the parking spaces, after striping is complete.
Secure in place with rebar.

13. Fence Fabric

A. At all tennis courts where the fence fabric is to be raised for
resurfacing, then lowered to new court surface height, the Contractor is
not required to cut the fence fabric to accommodate the raised court
surface. Tennis court fence fabric shall be raised encugh to permit
application of SF overlayment and rolling with a hand roiler. Fence
fabric shali then be repositioned to accommodate the increased height
of the tennis court. The Contractor will be required to re-install the
fence fabric a corresponding distance higher on the posts to
accommeodate the new court surface.

B. For all tennis courts, Contractor shall raise the fence fabric, and pave
around the fence posts to edge of original existing surfacing. (interim
resurfacing may have occurred on some courts, which did not extend to
original paved edge).

C. Contractor shall not be responsible for raising practice walls for
overlaying access. Raising or removal of practice walls shall be
performed by others.

D. Contractor shall not be responsible for any fence fabric replacement.
